INDUSTRIAL ACTION HAS BEEN 
SUSPENDED

The School Council President wrote to the local 
MP on behalf of the school council and school 
community, supporting our school in relation 
to funding and pay. I know that many staff 
were grateful for this show of support from the 
community.

An in-principle new agreement has been 
endorsed by the AEU council and will now follow 
a process of briefings and seek ratification by 
vote in mid-June. In light of this, industrial action 
has been suspended. 

STUDENT TOILETS

Children deserve school toilets that are clean 
and safe, with clear standards of behaviour and 
confidence in the facilities. 

Over the past couple of years, our school has:

-	 Updated hand-washing facilities with 
automatic soap dispensers.

-	 Developed toilet rules and added signage 
in all toilets. SWPBS Captains helped to 
raise awareness and understanding of 
these rules.

-	 Upgraded toilet paper dispensers to 
provide more reliable access to toilet 
paper stock. 

-	 Employed casual day-cleaning staff to 
repeatedly cycle through the student 
amenities between playtimes and ensure 
they remain clean and well-stocked. 

New 7-second push-button taps have been 
installed in the junior boys’ toilets. These should 
be more robust than the mixer levers and will 
reduce water wastage. If these work well, all taps 
will be upgraded. 

Students watched a video demonstrating how 
to wash their hands properly. The hand-washing 
tips mentioned is included on the next page.

LESS TECH. MORE TEXTS. CHANGES TO 
OUR LAPTOP (MACBOOK) PROGRAM
 
Our instructional approaches have been shifting 
in favour of “Less tech. More texts.” This year is 
the first time we’ve referred to “tech-free Prep” 
for our Foundation year level.

Learning programs across the school are using 
more books – including fiction, non-fiction and 
workbooks. Lessons involve less time on student 
devices unless the technology clearly supports 
the learning objective. 
 
Department of Education policy related to 
student devices is changing from 2027, and the 
timing fits in well with the direction our school is 
already taking. Victorian primary schools will no 
longer be permitted to invite (or allow) families 
to purchase student devices for use at school. 

Seabrook Primary School is discontinuing 
the 1:1 Bring-Your-Own MacBook program.
From 2027, families will no longer be 
providing laptops for students to use at 
school.

Common questions I’m hearing from parents:

1.	 Will my Year 3 child be disadvantaged 
for NAPLAN? 
No. Teachers ensure that students have 
plenty of practice using the NAPLAN device 
ahead of the testing period. Students will be 
familiar with technology and confident how 
to use it.

2.	 What if I already bought a MacBook? 

If you have a child in Year 3-5 this year 
and have purchased a device under our 
BYOD (BYOM) MacBook program for 
use at school, our school may provide 
opportunities for continued use under the 
new policy, however we may cease the 
practice of students bringing devices to 
school in the future. 

Staff are currently evaluating the benefit 
of digital devices for specific learning 
programs. 
The Department has noted student digital 
device usage times from 2027:
-	 Years P-2: Minimal use other than learning 

about and with digital technologies as set 
out in the Victorian Curriculum 2.0

-	 Years 3-6: Maximum of 90 minutes per 
day.

 
If your child is currently in the Junior School 
(Prep-Year 2), they will not be bringing a 
device to primary school at all. Where a 
digital device is needed for the learning, the 
school will provide it.

KNOWLEDGE-RICH CURRICULUM

I hope you enjoyed reading the Semester 1 
Curriculum News – covering the first half-year.

Our “Knowledge-Rich and Text Curriculum” 
relates to part of our English and Humanities 
program. This draws upon a range of fiction 
literature and freely available resources that 
originated from a project by Nathaniel Swain, 
called Read2Learn: https://www.nathanielswain.
com/cognitoriumblog/2022/3/read-to-learn

As part of this, non-fiction student readers 
sourced from the Core Knowledge Foundation 
are adjusted for an Australian audience (spellings 
and measurements). These are printed and sent 
home with students at the end of the unit. In 
the context of the Victorian Curriculum areas of 
History, Geography, Civics and Citizenship, and 
the Capabilities, students learn about ancient 
civilisations, and cultural and religious groups. 
As a government school, education at Seabrook 
does not promote any specific religious practice, 
and our humanities units are designed to build 
knowledge while focusing on neutrality. If a 
parent is ever concerned about the content 
being covered, please ask the class teacher or 
don’t hesitate to reach out to our senior school 
leaders via the school office.

I encourage families to re-read any printed 
booklets that come home at the end of the units 
and keep these on the bookshelf at home. I have 
been sitting up in bed reading these myself while 
I find any spellings that need adjusting for our 
students. (If you find any that we’ve missed, let 
us know please!)

Year 1 students were delighted to learn about 
Mesopotamia. Year 3 have enjoyed learning 
about Ancient Rome. I hear that some of our 
senior students are loving these Knowledge-
Rich Units and feeling sad to have missed out 
on earlier units that their siblings are enjoying. 
The booklets will come home and the younger 
children can share, I’m sure!

•	 This year, $400 CSEF funding is available 
per student from each eligible family. This 
is held by the school to help with expenses 
such as sports, camps and excursions (at 
the family's request). Funds can also be 
used for siblings.

•	 Our school camps are offered to Year 
3-6 students in October/November, and 
range from $375-$390 for Years 3-5 to 
$480 for Year 6.

•	 CSEF funds can accumulate over 
multiple years, and move with a student 
who transfers to a another Victorian 
government school, including secondary. 

•	 In a shared custody arrangement, the 
CSEF is for the benefit of the parent 
who receives the CSEF. Schools are not 
required to arbitrate this decision.

You may benefit from applying if you have a 
means-tested card such as:

•	 Centrelink pensioner concession
•	 Health care card number (CRN)
•	 Veterans affairs pensioner (Gold Card)

or seek special consideration if you need 
assistance but are not permanent residents and 
do not have access to Centrelink, including:

•	 Asylum seekers
•	 Temporary Protection visa holders
•	 Humanitarian or Safe Haven visa holders 

who are not permanent residents.
•	 Students in out-of-home care 

arrangements, including statutory kinship 
care, foster care and permanent care.

Mental Health and Wellbeing

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The Grade one students have been learning 
about Mesopotamia. We have learnt about 
the Mesopotamia writing system which is 
called cuneiform. Mesopotamians used 
reeds to make marks on wet clay. They 
would write down important information 
which helped make the Mesopotamian 

civilisation great. Did you know that only 
certain people were trained to read and 
write, typically men!

We had a go writing our names. Can you 
write yours?

Grade One Team
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This term, our Prep - 2 students will 
be exploring the fascinating world of 
Earth and Space Science, developing 
their understanding of the sky, weather, 
seasons, and how we care for our planet.

Prep students will learn to observe and 
describe the world around them. They 
will identify what can be seen in the sky 
during the day and night and explore 
how the Sun provides us with light and 
warmth and creates shadows. Students 
will observe clouds and describe different 
types of weather, recognising that weather 
can change from day to day. They will also 
be introduced to the four seasons and the 
features that make each one unique.

Grade 1 students will extend this 
understanding by exploring objects visible 
in the sky and learning that Earth is part of 
a solar system with the Sun and planets. 
They will investigate how the Sun provides 
light and heat, and how Earth’s rotation 
causes day and night. Students will 
explore patterns in the movement of the 
Sun, Moon and stars, and how shadows 
are formed and change over time, 
including how sundials can be used to tell 
the time. Additionally, they will learn about 
the changing appearance of the Moon and 
how First Nations Australians use the sky 
and natural environment to understand 
seasons and time.

Grade 2 students will focus on caring for 
our Earth by exploring its natural resources 
- water, land and air, and understanding 
why all living things need them. They will 
investigate how everyday objects come 
from these resources and what happens 
when we throw things away. Students will 
learn practical ways to reduce, reuse and 
recycle, including identifying recyclable 
materials, reducing water use, and 
composting food scraps. They will also 
apply their learning to design solutions 
that help care for the environment.

Across all year levels, students will 
develop curiosity about the world around 
them while building an understanding of 
how we can look after our planet for the 
future.

 Building Knowledge in Chemical Sciences

This term in Science, students across 
Years 3–6 have been exploring Chemical 
Sciences, with a strong focus on building 
scientific knowledge first, then using 
hands-on experiments to test, observe 
and deepen their understanding.

Year 3 students have been learning to 
describe and compare the properties of 
solids and liquids.

They have:

∑	 Identified key properties such as 
shape and flow

∑	 Grouped materials as solids or liquids

∑	 Investigated how some materials 
change state when heated or cooled

Our experiments have supported students 
to test their thinking — including melting 
everyday materials and observing what 
happens when they cool again.

Year 3 – Solids and Liquids
Our Year 3 students have been building 
their understanding of solids and liquids 
by observing, describing and comparing 
materials. Through practical experiments, 
they explored how materials behave and 
learned to group them based on their 
properties.

A key focus has been addressing common 
misconceptions for example, understanding 
that materials like sand or sugar may pour 
like a liquid, but are actually made of tiny solid 
particles. Students have also investigated 
how materials can change state, such as 
melting from a solid to a liquid when heated, 
and solidifying again when cooled.
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Year 4 – Properties of Materials
Year 4 students have been building their 
understanding of how the properties of 
materials determine their use.

They have investigated:

∑	 Absorbency – which materials soak 
up water

∑	 Strength and flexibility – which 
materials bend, stretch or break

∑	 Electrical conductivity – building 
simple circuits to test which materials 
allow electricity to flow

∑	 Magnetism – exploring which 
materials are attracted to magnets

Experiments have allowed students to test 
materials and explain their thinking using 
scientific language.

Miss Painting
Science Specialist
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Year 5/6 – States of Matter & Particle 
Theory
Year 5/6 students have been exploring 
solids, liquids and gases, and using the 
particle model to explain what is happening 
at a deeper level.

They have:

∑	 Investigated whether gases are 
matter by exploring mass and volume

∑	 Described how particles are arranged 
in different states

∑	 Linked observable properties to 
scientific explanations

∑	 Observed how gases like carbon 
dioxide can put out a flame

Experiments have helped bring abstract 
concepts to life and strengthen understanding.

Science Club – Circuits & Conductors

Science Club has had a fantastic start, 
with students exploring simple electrical 
circuits and electrical conductivity.

Students have been:

∑	 Building circuits using batteries, wires 
and bulbs

∑	 Testing materials to identify 
conductors and insulators

∑	 Making predictions and explaining 
their results

It has been great to see students thinking like 
scientists — building knowledge, testing 
ideas and refining their understanding 
through investigation.
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District Cross Country

Well done to our 43 students who competed 
in the district cross country on Friday May 1st. 
It was a nice day although a little breezy. Our 
9/10yr age group completed a 2km course 
and the 11’s & 12’s completed 3km one.

At this stage we have 15 students who have 
qualified for the division competition on May 
28th at Werribee Racecourse. One is the 
first emergency and another is the second 
emergency in case someone can’t attend the 
next event.

Congratulations to Dane (6ML) who won the 
11yr boys race by an impressive 25 seconds, 
from Kent (5KM), who was 15 seconds clear 
of third. We also had Rishabh (5FW) in 4th 
place, Jermyn (5GK) in 5th and Rain in 
10th place. They have all qualified. 

In the 12yr boys, we had even more success, 
with six students coming in the top 10. Archie 
(6ML) took bronze just ahead of Patrick 
(6TT - 4th), Jaxson (6ML - 6th), Zain (7th), 
Kade (9th) and Keagan (10th). Edmond 
(6ML) came 11th and is 1st emergency Well 
done!

In the 11yr girls we had 2 qualifiers, Aurelia 
(6ML) came in 7th place and Varada came 
in 10th place. Good effort.

In the 9/10yr girls, we also had 2 qualifiers,
